Numbskill
(A Game by Greg Tang)
*These directions for Numbskill are modified to play with regular playing cards or other number cards.

*2-4 players (including the dealer)

1. Shuffle a deck of cards.

2. Select a player to be the dealer.

3. The dealer draws 9 cards and places them face up in three rows of three cards.

4. When a player sees three cards that create a true number sentence or equation, that player says, “NUMBSKILL.” 

5. Then the player states the number sentence or equation. If true, that player picks up and keeps the three cards. The player may use any three cards in any sequence or order in any direction and with any operation: +; -; X; ÷.
6. The dealer lays down three replacement cards, and the game continues until no more true number sentences or equations can be made.

7. The player with the most cards at the end of the game WINS!
